4213.62A dentist shall use a lead apr or its equivalent on
all patients eceiving an x-ray or radiograph, and when appr
priate a thyoid collar shall also be used.

4213.63 Whenever an egtilental practice or office moves
to a new location or cease operation, the owneresponsible
dentist shall notify the patients of the change of eslor clos-
ing not later than 30 days after the change or closing, by U.S.
Mail, a note posted on the door for at least 30 consecutive days,
telephone message activated for at least 30 consecutive days or
any combination of the above
